Plan Benefits

This plan provides the following benefits up to
the chosen sum insured:

Hospitalization
Hospital room and board charges, and use of
an operating room, anesthesia, and surgical
dressings.

Medical Services
Treatment by a physician or surgeon.

Diagnostic Services
X-rays and other diagnostic tests.

Out-patient Treatment
Out-patient emergency room charges.

Prescription Drugs
Drugs and medication prescribed in an emergency
situation.

Ambulance
Use of a licensed road ambulance in an
emergency, or for the use of an air ambulance
or regularly scheduled airline if transferred for
further in-hospital treatment.

Special Attendant
A medical attendant, if medically necessary for
transport back to the province of residence or
country of origin.

Paramedical Services
Emergency services of an osteopath, chiropractor
physiotherapist, chiropodist, and /or podiatrist.

Accidental Dental
Repair or replacement of natural teeth or the
relief of dental pain.

Return of Remains
Preparation and transportation to the country
of origin, or the cost of cremation or burial at
the place of death.
